Kathy Bolander called first and this is her follow up. As you can see, we will need to remove everything except the lathe. Unfortunately, this in-
cludes the cabinet in the kitchen. I was again assured that there is no motive for this change except those relating to storage space. This decision is
no surprise in view of their earlier statements and the discussion we had in meeting with Ms. Bolander and Clive Pinnock. I suggest that we comply
as promptly as possible. This schedule allows us to go through the Mike Hosaluk demonstration as planned, but they will be requiring specific
agreements regarding such events. This is still a great meeting place and we should have no trouble making the most of it.

“Thank you for meeting with us on Monday, March 1, 2010. As promised I am attaching a sample/guidelines for permit insurance requirements.

As we discussed on the phone this morning, we appreciate your understanding regarding the storage issue. Our storage needs greatly exceed our
storage space. After discussion with Clive and our Department we have agreed to continue to allow your organization to store the Lathe at the Na-
ture Center. We will move it to the front of the closet, off to the side so that it will allow for easy access. We respectfully request that all other
equipment (the library, the cabinet etc..) currently being stored at the Nature Center be removed by April 13, 2010.

Clive sent Tim Rowe 2 permits for use of the facility, these permits require a signature. One permit will be issued for your special demonstration on
April 3rd and the other will cover your monthly meetings until such time as an agreement is approved by the BOCC.

We are excited about the opportunity to further develop our partnership with the Woodturners. Clive has a meeting with his Friends of Group on
Monday, 3/8/10. He will have a conversation with his Board regarding the potential opportunities to partner with your organization to further en-
hance our programs/services at the Nature Center.
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
